Realistic Expectations 

Patent Foundation licensing professionals have 

experience working with early-stage technologies of 

all shapes and sizes, across many different fields. 

As a result, they know the difference between 

technologies with great value and those with more 

modest value, and they come to the negotiating table 

with realistic expectations.

Short Transaction Times

Because the Patent Foundation is a volume-based 

business focused on deal-flow, staff members work to 

complete license agreements with the quickest turn-

around times possible. 

In-House Patent Counsel 

Skilled in-house patent attorneys dedicated solely to 

the promotion of U.Va. technologies work very closely 

with inventors to prepare, file and prosecute patent 

applications, often meeting in person to discuss the 

invention and its applications, which can make the 

difference between a good patent and a great one.

Creative Solutions 

Standard contract language may be appropriate in 

some cases, but the Patent Foundation recognizes 

that complicated situations may require creative 

solutions. Patent Foundation staff are flexible, and 

they are always willing to negotiate. They also 

recognize the value of face-to-face negotiations, 

whenever possible, in resolving complex issues.

Over the past decade, the Patent Foundation  

has licensed approximately one-third of the 

technologies disclosed by U.Va. inventors.
